 MAJBA Tournament Rules

Definition of the four divisions:

PARENT/YOUTH:  Parent, step-parent, grandparent, or legal guardian bowling with a son or daughter 11 years of age or younger as of August 1, 2010.

PARENT/TEEN:  Parent, step-parent, grandparent, or legal guardian bowling with a son or daughter 12 years of age, but has NOT reached their 21st birthday as of August 1, 2010.

ADULT/YOUTH:  An adult not eligible to compete in the Parent/Youth division who has reached his/her 21st birthday as of August 1, 2010, with a youth bowler 11 years of age or younger as of August 1, 2010.

ADULT/TEEN:  An adult not eligible to compete in the Parent/Teen division who has reached his/her 21st birthday as of August 1, 2010, with a youth bowler who is 12 years of age or older but has NOT reached their 21st birthday as of August 1, 2010.

1.  The tournament will be conducted under the rules of the USBC. Multiple entries are allowed however, the same team can not enter more than once.

2.  Open to all Madison Area Junior Bowlers Sanctioned by the USBC.

3.  100% handicap between combined (Parent/Adult) and (Youth/Teen) and 440.

4.  Trophies will be awarded on a basis of 1 for each 10 (or major part of 10) entries in each division.  All award fees will be returned 100%.  Qualifiers for State tournament are responsible for their own entry fees.  Junior bowlers can only receive one award per division.

5.  Age groups will be based on the junior bowler’s age as of August 1, 2010.

6.  Adult averages will be based on last year’s highest book average.  If your current average is 15 pins higher than last year’s high average it must be reported.  If no previous book average, they may use current average of at least 21 games prior to date of bowling in this tournament.  Adults with no previous or current average will use the following for an average:  Women 150  and  Men 180.

7.  Youth average will be based on last year’s highest book average.  If no previous book average, they may use current average of at least 21 games prior to date of bowling in this tournament. All others will bowl Scratch.

8.  Squads will be filled according to preference circled, as the entry and fees are received by the Tournament Director.  However, if reserved entries and money is not received by January 15, 2011, the dates and times will be given to another coach.  THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE!  WALK-ONS ARE WELCOME BUT ARE SUBJECT TO LANE AVAILABILITY ONLY!
